SB 2500 - Relating to General Appropriations
Ch. 2017-70 Laws of Florida
Approved by the Governor on June 2, 2017

Major funding decisions:

The funding for FDC is approximately $2.42 billion.

The General Appropriations Act for fiscal year 2017-2018 and conforming bills, specifically SB
7022 Relating to Public Employees, contain a pay package to hire and maintain critical staffing
levels to reduce turnover of certified correctional staff. A targeted three tiered approach of over
$43.8M includes:

e A base pay increase to attract new hires and to retain existing certified correctional staff
effective October 1, 2017.

e A hiring bonus for high vacancy institutions with difficulty attracting new employees.

e A special duty pay additive for certified officers assigned to mental health units.

Additionally, most state employees will be eligible for a $1,400 annual increase for those making
$40,000 or less, and a $1,000 annual increase for employees making over $40,000. Increases
are to the base rate of pay and effective October 1, 2017.

Funding is also included for:
e $14.3M and 104 FTE to implement a Residential Mental Health Treatment Unit at Wakulla
Annex.
e $18M in inmate Health Services to fund healthcare provider contracts.
e $6.5M for Fixed Capital Outlay projects: $2.8M for enhancements to security systems and
$3.7M for Americans with Disabilities Act (ADA) Renovations.

Employees contains an FDC specific pay package to hire and maintain critical staffing levels to
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reduce turnover of certified correctional staff. A targeted three tiered approach of over $43.8M
includes:

e A base pay increase to attract new hires and to retain existing certified correctional staff
effective October 1, 2017. Current certified correctional officers will receive at least a
$2,500 increase in the base rate of pay.

e A hiring bonus for high vacancy institutions with difficulty attracting new employees.

e A special duty pay additive for certified officers assigned to mental health units.

Additionally, most state employees will be eligible for a $1,400 annual increase for those making
$40,000 or less, and a $1,000 annual increase for employees making over $40,000. Increases
are to the base rate of pay and effective October 1, 2017.

Also, the bill amends statutory language by:

e Providing in line of duty death benefits for all members in the Investment Plan;

e Authorizing an employee to use a specified portion of the state’s contribution to purchase
additional program benefits and supplemental benefits under certain circumstances;

e Providing for the program to offer health plans in specified benefit levels;

e Requiring the Department of Management Services (DMS) to develop a plan for
implementation of the benefit levels;

e Requiring DMS to contract with an entity to provide enrollees with online information on
health care services and providers, etc.
