PURPOSE AND EFFECT: The purpose and effect of the changes are to update forms, N11-118 (Instructions for
Payment and DC2-364 (JPay Money Order Deposit Form for Restitution & Court-Ordered Payments) with current
information.
SUMMARY:: The update to NI1-118 updates the Instructions for Payment with current payment instructions and
increases the number of payment methods from four to five. Form DC2-364 adds the inmate’s assigned institution
and the sender’s e-mail address to improve accountability and tracking accuracy.
SUMMARY OF STATEMENT OF ESTIMATED REGULATORY COSTS: The agency has determined that this
rule will not have an adverse impact on small business and is not expected to directly or indirectly increase
regulatory costs more than $200,000 within a year of taking effect. A SERC has not been prepared by the agency.
The agency has determined that the proposed rule is not expected to require legislative ratification based on the
statement of estimated regulatory costs or if no SERC is required, the information expressly relied upon and
described herein: the Department used an itemized checklist to conduct an economic analysis and determine if there
is an adverse impact or regulatory costs associated with this rule that exceeds the criteria in s.
