RULE NO.: RULE TITLE: 
33-404.103 Definitions;  
33-404.112 Risk Assessment of Inmates in an Inpatient Setting. 
PURPOSE AND EFFECT: The purpose and effect of the proposed rules is to modify the provisions concerning who 
is responsible for leading the Risk Assessment Team (RAT) during RAT meetings and to add language requiring the 
RAT to meet after a critical event. The RAT consists of a security representative, a psychologist, and a classification 
officer who assess inmates for risk of violence and assign level of security restraint during inpatient mental health 
treatment. The proposed rules define what constitutes a critical event and adds timeframes for when the RAT meets. 
The proposed rule also defines business day.
