etey-all-personal property is to be inventoried as soon as it is practical. The property will be inventoried in
the presence of the inmate whenever possible unless doing so would be a danger or a threat to security, or
unless the inmate is unavailable. In these cases where the inmate is not present, another Department BES

employee must be present during shak-assist-in the inventory process and sign in the appropriate space

provided.
